Azerbaijani adds the locative case ending to nouns or nominal elements such as pronouns and
adjectives to describe location, instead of using prepositions.? The locative case ending expresses
location (or point in time) and is usually translated into English as in, at, or on.

Locative case endings are: +dA (+da, +da)

stolda (on the table) maktabda (at school)
avtobusda (on the bus) evda (at home)
Bakida (in Baku) korpiida (on the bridge)

isigda (at or in [the] light) muzeydo (at [the] museum)

Tanya Moskvada yasayir. Tanya lives in Moscow.

Man universitetda oxuyuram. | study at the university.

Bacin xastaxanada iglayir. Your sister works at the hospital.

* Before the regular locative case endings, an n is appended to the pronouns bu, and o.

Elgin parkda deyil, kitabxanadadir. Elchin is not in the park; he is in the library.

2 Azerbaijani suffixes are either nominal (added to nouns, adjectives, pronouns, participles) or verbal (added to
verbs). A nominal suffix cannot be added to a verb, and a verbal suffix cannot be added to a nominal. Case
endings are nominal suffixes and thus they can only be added to nominals.

® Note that the number of words which may be used as objects of possession in this structure is limited.

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7. GRAMMAR POINT: The genitive case

The genitive case creates a possessive relationship between the nominal element to which it is
attached (such as nouns, pronouns, verbal nouns, or participles) and another nominal element. The
first nominal usually, but not always, immediately precedes the second nominal. Certain postpositions
require nominals in the genitive case. The genitive case suffix is usually translated into English with of
or's.

The genitive case endings are +(n)In:

For words ending in a consonant: +in, +in, +un, +iin
For words ending in a vowel: +nin, +nin, +nun, +niin

Possession in Azerbaijani is expressed through a compound structure containing two elements: the
first is the possessor and the second is the possessed. The possessor is a noun or a pronoun in the
genitive case, such as manim, sanin, or Leylanin, and the possessed is a noun marked by a
possessive suffix, such as kitabim, daftarin, or adi, for example, manim kitabim (my book), sanin
adin (your name), or Leylanin daftari (Leyla's notebook).

Possessive suffixes

Singular

First person: +(I)m = +(1)m, +(i)m, +(u)m, +(i)m

Second person: +(I)n = +(1)n, +(i)n, +(u)n, +(i)n

Third person: +(s)l = +(s)1, ¥(s)i, +(s)u, +(s)u

First person: +(I)mlz =  +(1)miz, +(i)miz, +(u)muz, +(ii)miiz
Second person: +(I)nlz = +(1)niz, +(i)niz, +(u)nuz, +(i)niiz
Third person: +(s)l/ (1Arl) = +(s)1, #(s)i, +(s)u, +(s)ii / (+lar, +lari)

Note: The possessive suffixes at the end of the possessed (or second) element of the compound
already indicate who the possessor is. If the possessor (or first) element is a pronoun it is usually
omitted, unless it is needed for emphasis, for example, one can say kitabim instead of manim
kitabim, or evi instead of onun evi.’

® This section addresses compound structures with personal pronouns as possessors only; for genitive-
possessive compounds with nouns as possessors, see Unit 5, Section 11.
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The possessed noun may also be plural: (manim) evim (my house), (manim) evlarim (my
houses), onun kitabi (his/her book), onun kitablari (his/her books).

Other case endings may follow the possessive suffixes: maktabimda (at my school), alinda (in
your hand), manzilimizin (of our apartment), kafedranizin (of your department).

The buffer consonant after third-person possessive suffixes and pronouns is n and not y:
atasinda (in his/her father), kig¢alerindan (from their street). For more information on this buffer
letter, see Unit 5, Section 13.

In the third-person plural, if the possessed object is singular, the possessive suffix is the same as
for the third-person singular +(s)l: onlarin evi (their house). If the possessed object is plural,
then +lArl is used: onlarin evlari (their houses).

Typically the possessive suffix of the possessed noun is not omitted. However, if the possessor
is in the first or second-person plural, you can omit its suffix, for example, bizim ev for evimiz or
bizim evimiz (our house), sizin kiiga for kiiganiz or sizin kiiganiz (your street), bizim maktab
for maktabimiz or bizim maktabimiz (our school), sizin manzil for manziliniz or sizin
manziliniz (your apartment).

If the possessor is more than one, then the possessive suffix agrees with the last item: senin va
manim kitabim (your and my book), bizim va onlarin daftarlari (our and their notebooks).

16. GRAMMAR POINT: The infinitive

The Azerbaijani infinitive is formed by adding the suffix -mAQ (-maq, -mak) to the verb stem or root.
The choice of front or back vowel version is determined by the final vowel of the verbal stem. The
Azerbaijani infinitive is the equivalent of the English infinitive, fo + verb:

yazmagq (to write), danigmagq (fo speak), bilmak (fo know), getmak (fo go)

The infinitive suffix represents an action, without denoting time or person.

The infinitive suffix in Azerbaijani is a nominal suffix, thus when it is added to a verb,
it turns the verb into a noun. Many denominal suffixes, such as case endings and
possessive suffixes, may be added to the infinitive form of a verb: bilmakdan,
yazmaqda, dyronmaya, tanis olmagimiza.

The infinitive suffix can also be added to derivative verbs, compound verbs and
verbs that have passive, causative, reciprocal, reflexive, or negative endings:
salamlagmaq (to greet), tasakkiir etmak (to thank), yazilmaq (to be written),
yuyunmaq (to wash oneself), oxutmaq (to cause to read), galmamak (not to
come).

Note: In this book, the infinitive form of a verb is indicated by a (-) after the verbal stem, for example:
al- = almagq (to buy), oxu- = oxumagq (to read), bil- = bilmak (to know), dur- = durmaq (to get up).
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17. GRAMMAR POINT: The imperative

Affirmative

As in English, the verb stem in Azerbaijani is also the second-person singular imperative form and
indicates a command: yaz- (to write) — yaz (write!), oxu- (to read) — oxu (read!), and so on.

Kitabi mana ver. Give the book to me.
Sahar maktaba get. Go to school in the morning.
Bacina maktub yaz. Write a letter to your sister.

The second-person plural imperative form is created by adding the suffix -(y)In [-(y)in, -(y)in, -(y)un,
-(y)iin] to a verbal stem. This form indicates a polite request, especially when it is used for one
person:

Bir az gozlayin. Wait a little.

Tanis olun, bu kisi manim dostumdur. Meet this man, he is my friend.
Mana cay gatirin. Bring me tea.

Zahmat olmasa, mana komak edin. Help me please.

The second-person singular and plural imperative forms have already been used in this book in
various phrases and conversations: bagiglayin, icaza verin, sag ol, sag olun, sagligla galin, salam
de, salamat qalin, tanis ol, tanis olun.

Affirmative imperative forms are commonly used when requesting something. To increase the degree
of politeness, zahmat olmasa (please) can be included in requests.

Zahmat olmasa, bir stakan ¢ay verin. Please give (me) a cup of tea.
Qapini ag, zahmat olmasa. Open the door please.
